· Speaking on behalf of Nino
Oftentimes, when we think of “leaders” to honor with awards such as the DSK or Pledge class name sake, we often turn to those who have been on XCOM a million times or those who have done a million service hours.  As brothers of Alpha Phi Omega, it is my belief that we should be honored based on our commitment, and passion for what we stand for and not the number of checkmarks we have on our AphiO resume.

Sister Rowena Basa pledged in the Spring 2001 Alpha Mu pledge class AKA the Arshia Sadreddin Pledge Class along with 23 other college students.  One of Rowena’s first accomplishments as a member of AphiO was successfully co-charing her first National AIDS awareness day along with Brother Matthew Ong and Sister Annalyn Lu.  Rowena single-handedly obtained ludicrous donations of food and beverages from Noah’s Bagels and Krispy Kreme donuts as well as established a relationship with those businesses who now see our fraternity as a major philanthropic organization. 

In Fall 2001, along with myself and Brother Pomp Chobpanich, Rowena as co-rushmaster was in charge of one of the most successful rush campaigns in Mu Zeta history.  ALL of the attendees to the 4 info nights became pledges in the Robert J Hilliard Pledge Class and many would attribute this to Rowena’s heartwarming motivational speech about her memories of pledgeing.  Rowena’s dedication as a brother was most apparent during this rush.  On one of the early mornings, on her way to school to set up the rush table, Rowena was involved in a car totaling accident.  Her words to myself and Pomp that morning, “Don’t worry I’ll still be there to set up the table.”  Brother Matthew Ong went out to help our sister and indeed, we did rush that day with the table set up on time.  With all the worry we had about our sister at that time, all she had on her mind was getting the rush table set up.  It was indeed moving.

The following semester, Spring 2002, marked another milestone for Rowena.  At the sectionals conference at Gamma Beta, Rowena along with several other brothers, completed the L.E.A.P. workshop which was at the time a pre-curser to the L.E.A.D.S program which we have in place today.  These workshops are intensive leadership skill training programs designed to tap into the skills we all are capable of having and using to better our fraternity and community as a whole.

Later in this semester, Rowena co-chaired her second, AIDS Awareness day along with Brother Matthew Ong and this time provided SFSU with the entertainment of artists such as Coffee Brown and DJ Q-Bert.

In 2003, Mu Zeta had their first 2 day long AIDS Awareness campaign again spearheaded by Rowena, this time as the primary chair of the event as well as being that semesters co-leadership chair.  Finally in 2004, with Brother Stephen Monteclaro, Rowena successfully co-chaired her final AIDS awareness day with the great turnout that we have all come to expect from this event.

I want everyone to keep something in mind about many of the accomplishments that our sister, Rowena Basa, has fulfilled.  All of the leadership and dedication she showed during these events were in addition to her being a student and working a graveyard shift job.  Her dedication to what is undoubtedly the most prolific and difficult event that our chapter throws every year was always apparent in the quality and organization of these events.  It amazed me how a pre-med student, who commuted from Fremont everyday, coming from an incredibly rooted family structure, could make the time away from the daily grind to be there for her brothers and sisters in their times of need and chair projects such as AIDS awareness day and L.E.A.D.S workshops.  

In closing, I can only touch on a small part of how great and compassionate a person Rowena is especially when it comes to things outside of our organization.  She has been a friend who has been there for me and many others many times throughout the last few years.  Besides, she also puts up with Aris.   If there were a brother or a sister that exemplifies Leadership, Friendship, and Service as well as someone who I thought deserved an honor such as pledge class namesake, I honestly would never be able to overlook Rowena as a candidate and I hope everyone, as I have will take this opportunity to bestow the honor on one who truly is a leader, a friend and of service.
