· If the officer is seen to not have been doing their job t the fullest of what they are able, he/she will be dismissed from office, also known and dereliction of office

· When an officer abuses his/her power

· When he/she embezzles

· He/she accepts gratuity for his/her gain
· When he or she extorts another member or pledge for his/her gain.

· Probation: a brother whose membership is under probation shall hold all the rights of an active member of MZ, except those of voting, standing on any committee, or holding office

· Suspension: A brother whose membership is under suspension shall hold none of the rights of an active member of MZ, but shall hold the privilege to speak on his/her behalf before MZ, if quorum is assembled.

· Expulsion: a person who has been expelled by a national convention shall not be a brother of alpha phi omega or mu zeta, in any regard
