·  Personal Leadership: because we all need some…
· Since this week’s theme is High School Mascot, I would like to share my mascot to all of you. But be warned, we are probably the deadliest animal alive…
· My high school’s mascot is… THE HONKER!
· Many of you are probably thinking to yourself, “Wow, a honker is your mascot? That goose? What a pathetic mascot.”
But what’s not pathetic is how this goose treats its friends 

· When you see geese heading south for the winter flying a “V” formation, you might wonder why they fly that way.
· Scientists reached a conclusion that: As each bird flaps its wings it creates an uplift for the bird immediately following it.  By flying in a “V” formation, the whole flock adds at least 75% more flying range than if each bird flew on its own.

· Finally, when a goose gets sick or wounded and falls out, two geese fall out of formation and follow him or her down to help protect it.  They stay with the downed goose until the crisis resolves and then they launch out on their own or with another formation to catch up with their group
